Ministry Obstacles

Muslims hear negative things about
Christian theology before they have a
chance to hear otherwise.

Outreach Ideas
There are churches in Thailand that
can potentially reach the Pattani
Malay people with church planting
efforts. OneHope tries to give
Scriptures to children in all parts of
Thailand, including Pattani Province.

Prayer Focus
There are no known followers of
Christ among the Pattani Malay, so
pray for the Lord to do a new work in
their community. Pray that they will
soon accept the blessings of Christ
for their families. Pray for God's
peace in southern Thailand. Pray that

the Holy Spirit will reveal Christ to
Pattani Malay leaders. Pray that God
the Son, Jesus Christ, will come to
Pattani Malay leaders in dreams.
Ask the Lord to raise up persons of
peace among the Pattani Malay
who will receive the gospel and
disciple others.
