There are Javanese believers from
outside of Saudi Arabia who can
reach them.

Pray that while they are
in Saudi Arabia the Javanese would
find the Islamic religious system

wanting and seek to find true spiritual
nourishment in Jesus Christ. Pray for
the Lord to arrange situations where
the Javanese in Saudi Arabia can
respond to the call of Christ to be
His disciples.
