Their lives are governed
and restricted in every way by their
religion, which is based on fear and
good works. Theirs is a closed
culture where outside ideas are
not welcome.

Outreach Ideas
Sumra Sindhi people are family-
oriented people. Families who
serve the one true God who created
all things have much in common
with them although they do not
know it. This is a place to begin
building relationships.

Pray that Christian businessmen,
agriculturalists and government
employees will reach into the lives of
Sumra Sindhi people, building
relationships and sharing Christ's
abundant life with them. Pray that

Sumra Sindhi people to hear the
good news that full payment of the
penalty of sins has been made and is
available to be received by
whosoever will accept it.
