
Dubla Talavia in India

The Dubla tribes have 20 
subgroups. Among them are  
the Talavia, and this subgroup 

has the highest prestige of all Dubla 
groups. The Talavia Dubla live in 
Gujarat, a state in western India    
that borders Pakistan. They live in 
one room huts made of mud and 
work as sharecroppers, servants and 
day laborers.

Ministry Obstacles
Though they are officially Hindu, the 
Talavia Dubla rely on medicine men 
for spiritual guidance. It is hard to 
find messengers filled with the Holy 
Spirit in Gujarat. This is a highly 
unreached part of India.

Outreach Ideas
Christ's ambassadors can take the 
gospel to them using stories, skits 
and songs. Some might put their 
faith in the savior who brings life to 
the full to all who believe in him.

Prayer Focus
Pray for the Lord to give the gift of 
healing to Talavia Dubla Christian 
believers and send them out to show 
the Lord's power to those who don't 
believe. Pray for the Lord to thrust 

out loving, messengers filled with the 
Holy Spirit. Pray for this people group 
to taste and see that the Lord is 
good. May they put their faith in 
Christ's ability to heal them physically 
and spiritually.
